Speakers Bio: 

Dr. Lawrence Loh, Chairman & President/CEO, Silicon Bridge Inc.

Dr. Kou-Hung Lawrence Loh was born in Taiwan in 1960.  He received his Ph.D. degree in Electrical Engineering from Texas A&M University specializing in analog IC design.  He has worked in the San Francisco Bay/Silicon Valley area for over twelve years with technical leadership and managerial positions in a variety of mixed-signal design activities including mass-storage read-channels, digital communication systems, LAN transceivers, telephony / audio codecs, RDRAM interfaces, and subsystems for video/graphics products.  In June 1998, he left his position as Director of Analog IC Engineering at Cirrus Logic and started Silicon Bridge Inc.  Dr. Loh had served a number of successful consulting projects with a number of major US and Taiwan fabless IC design companies including MediaTek, Faraday and VIA Technology.  His contributions to the mixed-signal CMOS IC industry include multi-gigabit Serializer/Deserializer(SerDes)-based transceivers, read channels/servo signal processors for hard disks and optical storage, high performance integrated filters and equalizers, high-speed twisted pair Ethernet transceivers, xDSL analog front ends and solid state finger print sensors.
